Our current system of writ-
ing out tickets for our drinks and food is as outdated as the Ford Model T. All modern-day high-quality restaurants
and bars have this type of system, which helps the staff take orders more quickly and is more user friendly. It will
help the kitchen run more smoothly and make for faster service. This new system will be up and running by Me-
morial Day weekend. Now this will not solve every problem we have in the kitchen. Our kitchen is not big enough
or equipped to handle 50 orders that may come in at the same time, but this system will help our staff serve you
better and more quickly for the most part. It is also time we have additional bar staff who will wait on tables in the
bar and great room, so you as a member do not have to go to the bar every time you want a drink or refill. These
are just common sense and easy solutions to some of the smaller challenges we face.

Also, as | discussed in my last letter to you, the membership committee is meeting to determine the feasibility of
having several new categories of membership which will be more user friendly for our members and reflect their
use of the club. This will not be an easy challenge to meet, especially in these hard economic times if such mem-
bership changes cause less dollars for our budget. We will make every effort to come up with some common-sense
solutions and recommendations that the shareholders will have a chance to vote on in the near future.

Let me say to the staff and employees of the HCC, thank you! Too many times I think we, as members, fail to
say thank you to our staff and employees when they do a good job. We sometimes tend to focus on the negative
and not the positive. If several good things happen at the club and one bad thing occurs, we sometimes remember
the one bad thing that happened and not the good things. The course looks great, the interior of the club looks
good, we have a new chef, some new staff, spring is here and the club is ready for business.
